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Lesson: Freedom for the captives.

Passage: Isaiah 61:1-4

Big Idea: The servant would bring good news about freedom first, before judgement later.
Main Aim: See that now we live in the time of freedom, before judgement later.

Key verses: |saiah 61:1-2

Please pray for the lesson preparation, that God’s word would feed us and the children.

Isaiah Overview
701BC is the key date for Isaiah: when the Assyrian army arrives at Jerusalem and is destroyed.
Chapters 1-35 The army is coming. It will destroy everything, but Jerusalem will be saved.
Chapters 36-39 These events happen. The army is destroyed at the gates of Jerusalem.
Chapters 40-66 The future will look a bit like the past:

Coming universal judgement, with those who trust in the Lord being saved.
Chapters 1-39 are written about the past, so that we’d trust the Lord for the future: chapters 40-66.

Passage Overview for leaders: (Lesson Overview on page 3)
The Lord’s servant is coming to a people in exile. So what?

1. He brings news of a time of freedom now. Isaiah 61:1
To the poor, broken-hearted captives.
They’re poor and brokenhearted because they’re in exile, because of their sin.
He brings news that it’s time for the Lord’s favour.
This time of favour comes first.

2. He brings news of a time of judgement later. Isaiah 61:2
This comes after the freedom.

For them then
Trust that the Lord’s servant would bring news of a time of freedom, before a time of judgement.

For us now
See that now is the time of freedom, before judgement later. Jesus brought this news. Luke 4:18ff.

Welcome, Pray, Introduction idea & Song

What was the tastiest food you ate? The smelliest thing you smelled?
Prayer by the leader
e Help us to listen carefully to what God has to say to us today, and to have fun.

e \We love our neighbour.

Intro Idea - Introduces the theme of the passage with “Intro” Powerpoint slides.
e Ask the children -  Which time comes first?
Breakfast time, Dinner time?
Travel to school, or school time?
Time to learn to drive, or time to be a lorry driver?
Time to practice piano, time to play in a concert?
m Today we’ll see that God'’s servant is bringing news of a time of freedom first,
then judgement time after.

Bible Talk

Teaching the Big Idea & Main Aim.

Using the ICB translation: International Children’s Bible.
Available at: Bible Gateway

Keep it clear and snappy. Maybe come up with a catchphrase for the week.
Have a Bible open throughout to show that we’re teaching from God'’s word, and not from our heads.
Think of ways to make the Bible talk engaging. Ideas are further down.

Key Verses - Isaiah 61:1-2

Lesson Points - Arriving repeatedly at the Big Idea.
The Lord’s servant is coming to a people in exile. So what?

1. He brings news of a time of freedom now. Isaiah 61:1-2a
The servant announces news.
It's good news.
It's comfort.
I's news of freedom.
It's a time for the Lord to show kindness.

This news is for the poor.
They’re poor and brokenhearted because they’re in exile, because of their sin.

You could take more images from the rest of the passage. Isaiah 61:3-4
Comfort.
Rebuilding.

This is news to announce the time when the Lord shows his kindness.

2. He brings news of a time of judgement later. Isaiah 61:2b
The servant is announces more news.
It's time for the Lord to punish evil people.

After the time of the Lord’s kindness, there will be a time when the Lord punishes his enemies.

For us now: The Lord Jesus brings this good news - Luke 4:16-19
When Jesus comes, he says that now is the time for freedom.
It's the time for forgiveness, for the opening of spiritual prisons.
It's the time for people to turn to the Lord.
It's the time of the Lord’s favour.

Jesus stops reading Isaiah 61 just before the bit about judgement.
Judgement is coming, but not yet. That’s the second time Jesus comes.

So now, we’re in the good time that the Lord has given us.

And time for people to hear the good news and turn to him.
But one day, the time of judgement will come.
This will be a bad time for those who haven’t turned to the Lord.

Brief application - The Main Aim expanded.
e Sailors State the Main Aim application and expand it a bit.
This is how it’s right to think/ act/ talk/ feel.
For home/ school/ church.
e Officers Ask questions to arrive at the Main aim application.
How does this help us think/ act/ talk/ feel differently?
What about at home/ school/ church?

Teaching ideas - Ask Jonny if you’d like more ideas.
e In the Bible talk, I'd recommend using the teaching images to get the big points clear.

e |saiah series picture. Find it laminated in the box. Use it to give an Isaiah overview each week:
Isaiah is surrounded by people trusting in themselves, idols and money to save them.
No! He says. Trust in the Lord alone to save you!
ISAIAH
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e [saiah has a lot of picture language. Bring out the images and the fone by acting/storytelling:
You may want to source extra props, Jonny can help.
Here are some ideas for scenes,
1. Atown crier with a bell, ringing the bell and shouting. Listen! Listen! | bring news!
The servant is like this.
2. Acting out various things that the servant is announcing:
Comfort.
Freeing captives, opening prison doors, giving new clothes, rebuilding ruins.

e Ask questions when teaching, adapting them for the children in your group, such as:
1. What doe

e Sailors - More question ideas: What noise/ smell do you think it made? How many stars did
he see? Have you ever seen that before? How did he feel? What face would she have made?

e Sailors - More teaching ideas: Make actions to copy at certain points, act it out with
costumes and scenery, go for a walk around the room, use Lego/Playmobile figures.

e Officers - More question ideas: Why do you think he did that? What did she get right/
wrong? What would you do in his situation?

e Officers - More teaching ideas: Act it out, have them draw scenes, shout out the best thing
they see in the passage, make a puppet show using paper and card, go for a walk, use Lego.

The sheet progresses from easy questions to harder questions.
Help them find answers in the Bible and think about the passage.

Further Teaching
An opportunity to reteach the same Big Idea & Main Aim with:
e Act out the passage/ recap main point using the craft/worksheet.
e Do a drama based on the Main Aim. For example, the children make up a drama about
someone who used to be worried, but is now comforted because God knows them completely.

Pray - Encourage the children to pray with you about the Big Idea and Main Aim.
They could thank/praise God for it or ask for help in believing it.
e Sailors You could suggest “Popcorn prayers” - really short prayers.
